GS.R. 28(E)—Whereas a draft of certain rules further
to amend the Drugs and Cosmetics Rules, 1945, was

published, as }equired by Sections 12 and 33 of the Drugs

and Cosmetics Act, 1940 (23 of 1940}, vide notification of
the Government of India, Ministry of Health and Family

Welfare (Department of Health), number GS .%E), dated -

12th November, 2019, in the Gazette of India, Extraordinary,
PartIl, Section 3, Sub-section (), dated the 12th November,
2019, inviting objections and suggestions from all persons
likely to be affected thereby before the expiry of a period of
forty five days from the date on which the copies of the
Official Gazette in which this notification is published are
made available to the public;

: And whereas copies of the Gazette were made
available to the public on the 15th day of Novernber, 2010;

And whereas, objections and suggestions received
from the public on the said roles have been considered by
the Central Government;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred
by Sections 12 and 33 of the Drugs and Cosmetics Act,
1940 (23 of 1940), the Central Government, after consultation

with the Drugs Technical Advisory Board, hereby makes

the following rules further to amend the Drugs and
Cosmetics Rules, 1945, namely .—

t. (1)} These rules may be called the Drugs and
Cosmetics { IstAmendment) Rules, 2012, '

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their
publication in the Official Gazette.

- 2. Inthe Drugs and Cosmetics Rules, 1945, inrule 97,
after sub-rule (3) the following shall be inserted,
namely —

“{3A) The container of a medicine for treatment
of food producing animals shall be labelled with
the withdrawal period of the drug for the species
on which it is infended to be used :

Provided that if the specific withdrawal period
has not been validated, the withdrawal period
shall 110t be less than seven days for egps or milk,
twenty eight days for meat from poultry and
mammals including fat and offal, five hundred
degree days for fish meat.

Explanation.—TFor the purpose of this rule, the
withdrawal period is the period of interval between
the fast administration of a veterinary medicine o
animals under the normat conditions of use and
the production of food stuff from such animals to

- ensure that food stuffs do not contain residues in
quantities in excess of the maximum residue limits
latd down.”.
