1. The Central Vigilanct Commisslon (CYC) iz horeby duthorized, as the Deslgnaled Agency, to receive written
complaintsor disclosure on any allegation of toxrupton or of mie-useof offico by atry amployes of The Ceontral
Government or of any corporation esiablished by or under ruy Cent:al Adl, Govenrnant companics, socicties or
Jocal suthoritics owned or controfied by the Centtal Government, The distlbmure or comipinint shail contain as full
particulars ns possible and shal} bs sccompanied by supporting docuniénts or other material,

2. The designateed agency mnay, if it destos (it cafl for Ruther mfonnatmn or patticulars from the pecsos making the
disclogurs, [f the complaint is anonymons, the dasxgrmtcd agency shall not take any action in the maticr,

1. Notddthstanding anything contained in the Dfﬁc;ai Secrets Act, 1923, any pliblic servant other than those referred
to clauses (a} to {d) of Article 33 of the Constitution or any other person inclading any nnnngavsmmantal
organisation, may make a writien disclogure to the designated agcncy

4 1f the camplaint is accommpanied by patiiculars of the persor makmg the camplaint, the designated agency shall
take the following steps . .

@G The dcsig,nalc.d agency will ascertain from the complainant whether he was the person who mads the

feraTyy np;nuu hh i

{0y Theidentity of the complalnant will not be revealed unless the complainant himself has made the dstatls
of the complaint sither public or disclosed his identity to auy other office or authority.

i) After concealingthe identity of the cormplainant, the desipnated ageiicy shall make, in the first instance,
discreet inguiries to ascertain if there is any basis of proceeding further with the complaint. For this
purpose, the designated agency shall devise an appropriate machinery. .

(v} Either as a reslut of the discreet i mqmry, or on the basis of the complaint itsél without any inquiry, ifthe
designated agency s of the opinion that the matter requites to be investigated further, the dcsagnatad
agency shall officially seck commments/or explanation from the Head of the Department of the concerned
arganisation or office. While doing so, the designated agency shall not discloss the identity of the
informant and alsc shall request theé concerned Head of the srgatisation to keep the identity of the
informant secret, i for any reason, the concerned Head comes (o knuw the identity.

(v} After obtaining the response of the concemed organisation, if the designated agency is of the opinion
that the-investigations roveal sither mis-use of office or subsiantiate allepations of corruption, the
desipnated agency shall recommend appropriate action to the concmwd Governmand Dapaxtmcnt or
Organization. These shall, fnfer alfa, include following .

(a) Appropriate proceedings to be initiated against the concemed Government gervant.

(&) Appropriate administrative steps for redressing the loss caused to the Government as a result of
the corrupt act or mis-use of office, as The case may be. .

(t) Recommend to theappraptiate muthority/agency:initiation.of criminal proceedings insuitable
cases, if warranted by the facis and cironmstances-of the case.

() Recommend taking of comective meamics fo prevelt-recurrence of such events in foture,
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For the purposé of maklng dlyorset tuguiry or obtalaing inforatlon &am the concorned oxganisation, the dos{g-
nated agenay shall be authorized to call upen ha CBI orths potice guthoritics, as considered necesaary, to rendés

Commission (CVC) as the ‘Designated Agency’ to receive written complaints for
disclosure on any allegation of corruption or misuse of office and recommend
appropriate action.

2. A copy of the Public Notice issued by the Central Vigilance
Commission with respect to the above mentioned Resolution is enclosed. All CVOs
are further required to take the following actions with respect to the complaints
forwarded by the Commission under this Resolution:

(i) All the relevant papers/documents with respect to the matter raised in
the complaint should be obtained by the CVO and investigation into the
complaint shouid be commenced immediately. The investigation report
should be submitted to the Commission within two weeks.

(i)~ The CVO is to ensure that no punitive action is taken by any concerned
Administrative authority against any person on perceived reasons/
suspicion of being “whistle blower.”

(iy  Subsequent to the receipt of Commission’s directions to undertake any
disciplinary action based on such complaints, the CVO has to follow up
and confirm compliance of further action by the DA and keep the
Commission informed of delay, if any.

(iv)  Contents of this order may be brought to the notice of Secy./CEO/
CMD. ,
