Whereas, for the development of the export trade of India, cerain proposals for
d fish to quality control and inspention prior to export were published as required
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by sub-rule (2) of rulel! of the Export (Quality Control and Inspection) Rules, 1964 in the
Gazette of India of Part II, section 3, sub-section (i) dated the 5" January. 2002 vide S.0. 13
dated the 24" December 2001 of the Government of India in the Mintstry of Cominerce and
Industry, Department of Commerce;

And, whereas, the objections and suggestions were invited from all persons likely to be
affected thereby, within the period of thirty days from the date of publication of the said
notification in the ofhcml Gazette.

And, whereas, the objections and suggestions received from the public on the said
proposal have been considered by the Central Government;

Now, therefore in exercise of the powers conferred by section 6 of the Export (Quaiity
Control and Inspection) Act, 1963 (22 of 1963), the Central Government afier consuliing the
